ISLAMABAD: Pakistan and Italy
enjoy good relations in the fields
of culture, art and science, said
Roberto Mozzatta, the Italian

ambassador.

He was addressing the inaugural ceremony of a five-day international
symposium on Contemporary Physics at the Quaid-i-Azam University here
on Monday.

Mozzatta said the Italian government and the International Centre for
Theoretical Physics (ICTP), Trieste, Italy, were supporting scientific
research in developing countries.

He said the Italian government was committed to making the world
scientific research-friendly. “The Italian government offered 500
scholarships to Pakistani students for high level research in 2005,” said
the ambassador, adding that physics students could get scholarships to
increase their knowledge in their relevant areas of study.

ICTP Director General Professor Sreenivasan lauded NCP’s role in
promoting science and assured his cooperation in all research activities at
the NCP.
